» 117,206 participants (excluding children accessing early connections) have had an approved plan since
July 2013. 111,837 of these continue to be active.

* 68,380 active participants have not previously received disability support via State and Commonwealth
government programs in the past.

* In the current quarter, 4,683 participants have entered the Scheme and there are 3,814 children
accessing early connections at the end of June 2022.

» 21,306 plans have been reviewed this quarter.

» 5,993 access decisions have been made in the quarter, of which 4,644 met access and are still active.
» 554 (11.8%) of the new active participants this quarter identified as Indigenous, taking the total number of
Indigenous participants in QLD to 10,909 (9.8%).

* 245 (5.2%) of the new active participants this quarter are Culturally and Linguistically Diverse (CALD) 3,
taking the total number of CALD participants in QLD to 6,060 (5.4%).
