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· Narration with animated characters, icons and titles on screen.

· Independent Assessments

· We’re talking to Participants, their families and carers, and the disability community, to provide more information about Independent Assessments before they start in 2021.

We are starting to talk about this now, because we want to help people prepare.

· What is an Independent Assessment?

· An Independent Assessment focuses on your capability, rather than your disability and creates a complete picture of how you manage tasks and activities in your life.

Your Independent Assessment will capture the information needed to make sure the NDIS is right for you and create an NDIS draft budget.

These assessments will be paid for by the NDIA but completed independently by qualified healthcare professionals like Occupational Therapists, Physiotherapists and Psychologists.

They will use internationally recognised, standardised assessment tools to make sure assessments are fair and consistent for everyone.

· How will they benefit you?

· An Independent Assessment will mean you no longer have to organise different assessments or collect evidence to show the impact of your disability.

It will save you time and money.

It also means we can spend more time talking with you about your goals and how to start your plan.

· When will they be introduced?

· From mid 2021: Independent Assessments will be part of the access process for people applying to join the Scheme.

By the end of 2021: Independent Assessments will become part of the plan review process for Participants.

We update our website regularly and will keep working with you to make sure we get these changes right.
